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Mezinarodni konference byla usporadanad k ukonceni projektu (listopad 2016 aZz duben 2020):
Transparentni postavy a dalsi vystavni ikony. Vyzkumny projekt realizuje Deutsches Hygiene-Museum
spoleéné s Akademii vytvarnych uméni v DrdZzdanech, predsedou Organické chemie polymer(
na Technische Universitat Dresden a s Kolinskym Ustavom ochrany véd (CICS) na University of Applied
Sciences.

lejich  primarnim cilem je zajistit dlouhodobé uchovani rdznych transparentnich figurin
ve sbirce Deutsches Hygiene-Museum. Kolekce zahrnuje dva transparentni muze, jednu transparentni
Zenu, jednu transparentni téhotnou Zenu a jednu prihlednou kravu. Tyto prahledné figuriny vsak nyni
zacinaji vykazovat znamky vyznamnych skod, u nichZz dosud nebyl nalezen Zadny koncept zachovani
nebo obnovy.

Rychld degradace syntetickych materidl( vyvinutych v 19. a 20. stoleti nebyla doposud dostatecné
studovana. Hromadné se vyrabély predméty kazdodenniho poutZiti, jako jsou hiebeny, bryle a kabelky,
také se pouzivaly celulézové plasty k vytvareni uméleckych dél. Nyni se plasty na bazi celulézy ukazaly
jako zvlastni vyzva, pokud jde o jejich dlouhodobé uchovani nejen pro muzea, ale také pro nas z NK.
V knihovnach se nachazeji také knizni vazby s deskami z tohoto polymerniho materidlu. Na konferenci
se resilo jak studium, tak i ochrana historickych plastickych objektl v ramci prilezitosti mezioborové
vymeény informaci tykajicich se historie, védy o materidlech, zachovani a restaurovdni muzedlnich
pfedmétl vyrobenych zplastG na bazi celulézy. Zatimco zhlediska védecké ochrany
je pozornost zamérena na studium a zkoumani starnuti a moZnosti obnovy, konference také zkoumala
produkci a historii sbéru téchto exponatu. Zajimava cast konference byla i prohlidka stale expozice
a specialni vystavy v Deutsches Hygiene-Museum, kde lze zminéné figuriny vidét.

Zhodnocenim celé konference bylo, Ze v rdmci interdisciplinarni vyzkumné platformy je potfeba
vypracovat védecky zaloZenou a udrzZitelnou koncepci zachovani a restaurovani, kterda zajisti
dlouhodobou ochranu a tedy vystavni kapacitu rliznych transparentnich dél, které Ize také prevést
do jinych sbirek. Celosvétové.
