Ve dnech 1. — 3. dubna 2018 se konala na University of Oxford’s School of Geography
and the Environment 5. Mezinarodni konference SEAHA (Science and Engineering in Arts,
Heritage and Archeology). Konference je vénovdna vyzkumu v oblasti kulturniho dédictvi,
inovace a vyvoji a ovéreni technologickych postupd, interpretaci, konzervaci a péci o kulturni
dédictvi. Tématem letosni konference je "Bridging the Gap" , Preklenuti propasti“ mysleno
mezi védeckou oblasti, politiky a praxi, odstranéni rozdilu mezi akademickou obci a odbornou
verejnosti v oblasti kulturniho dédictvi. Pfispévky se vénovaly managementu kulturniho
dédictvi, zobrazovaci a bezkontaktni technologie, novému vyvoji védy v oblasti kulturniho
dédictvi, nové techniky a technologie, digitdlni a fyzickd konzervace, materidlovy vyzkum v
konzervaci a bourani bariér mezi vyzkumem a praxi.

Velkd cast prispévkl byla vénovana novym technologiim pro dokumentaci a prizkum
movitych i nemovitych pamatek. Prezentace se vénovaly tématlm vyuZiti nanomateridld
v oblasti konzervaci stavebnich pamatek, ale i pro zpevnéni rozpadajiciho se papiru
poskozeného vlivem kyselé hydrolyzy.
